Patricia Campbell, Matilda Campo, Marie Simone Cloarec,  
Marie DiCroce, David Gillen, Rosemarie Palmeri, Gloria Perkins,  

Dear Parishioners, 
 

ñHurry up.  Letôs go.  Weôre going to be late for church.  Come on!ò  Iôm guessing these are 

words spoken in many Catholic homes on Saturday night or Sunday morning when families are 

preparing to attend Mass in their parish.  Thank you to mothers and fathers who every weekend  participate 

in this ritual and generously share their Catholic faith with their children at home and in church. 
 

Recently, however, an essay in the Wall Street Journal describes a funeral Mass the author attended in New 

Jersey for his Uncle Joe.  The author writes, ñThe mourners that day were few.  Uncle Joe had simply 

outlived a lot of people.  Of the 50 or so friends and family assembled to pray for the repose of his soul, only 

a handful seemed familiar with the liturgy.  A regular Sunday Mass-goer couldnôt help but notice: Almost no 

one knew what to say and when to say it, or what to do and when to do it.ò  
 

The author offers some explanations for why this is probably not their fault.  In 2011 the Catholic Church 

issued a new English translation of the Roman Missal, the texts and rubrics of the Mass have been in use 

since 1969.  Yet, being honest, the essayist realized most of the baptized Catholics standing mute in their 

pews at his uncleôs funeral hadnôt been regular churchgoers since well before the new translation came out. 
 

According to Georgetown Universityôs Center for Applied Research in the Apostolate only 22 percent of 

American Catholics attend weekly Mass.  It is also true in many Protestant churches too - dwindling 

congregations and lack of understanding of religious practice and tradition. 
 

We may ask, ñWhat are we to do?ò  For some they may be tempted to throw up their arms in exasperation 

while others may be willing to take up the challenge to invite and welcome, to be a good example of the 

Catholic way, and to pray to the Holy Spirit for the flock to remain steadfast in faith and committed to the 

Church. 
 

In the first reading at Mass last Tuesday it read that when Barnabas arrived at Antioch and saw the grace of 

God, he rejoiced and encouraged them all to remain faithful to the Lord in firmness of heart, for he was a 

good man, filled with the Holy Spirit and faith (Acts 11:23-24.) 
 

May we be todayôs Barnabas in our families, parishes and community - ñsons and daughters of 

encouragementò to our children, other family members, fellow parishioners and larger Church in the ways of 

faith.
